
Jefferson County Environmental Control Permitting Process

Submit Permit 
Application

We use the property tax id# to verify the 
location of the home, then we pull FEMA 
firm map to determine what flood zone 
the property lies in and if there will be 

any changes in flood zones. 

Using the address we look 
for any old permit 

information and check for 
elevation certificates to 
put with the application. 

Applications are separated 
by flood zones.

X, B, C zone. Information is 
verified. Permit can be 

issued.

A zone, more research is 
required. 

What is the Base Flood 
Elevation?

Do we have an elevation 
certificate?

What is the house’s 
elevation?

If we have an elevation 
certificate and home meets 

the County requirement of at 
least 1 foot above Base Flood 

Elevation; the application 
information is entered onto a 

spreadsheet and sent to 
Engineering for approval. 

If the elevation of the 
house is unknown – the 

application is sent to 
Engineering for more 

information. 

If the elevation is too low – the 
application is sent to Engineering 
for a Substantial Damage Report.

Over 50% damage. Home will 
have to be elevated to comply 

with regulations. 

Under 50% damage. 
Permit can be issued. 

If unsatisfied with the 
result you may appeal by 

providing Engineering 
with additional 
documentation.
